Following a number of incidents last year all clubs, senior and junior, are directed;

1. to bring the requirements of the code of conduct to the attention of all players, club members and supporters
2. to instruct all players and members to advise parents and supporters that they must comply with the requirements of the code, 
3. that, at all games, after the players have taken the field and before the referee commences play, the ground announcer inform spectators that they are to abide by the code
4. display the code in change rooms, club rooms and spectator areas

5. to promote the code in club publications, at least annually
6. to remind senior players that they are role models for junior players
7. to encourage senior players to mentor junior players
8. to appoint competent and experienced Match Day Controllers and Visiting Club Controllers who, amongst other duties, are to ensure compliance with the code

9. to ensure that Match Day Controllers and Visiting Club Controllers are readily identifiable by wearing brightly coloured apparel labeled either “ Match Day Controller “ or “ Visiting Club Controller “ both followed by the name of the club
10 to ensure that, each year, all players read and sign a copy 
          of the code, and
      11 to ensure that each year, parents of junior players are 

                provided with a copy of the code
