                          CODE OF CONDUCT BY-LAWS
INTERPRETATION
In these By-Laws:

“IDRU’ means the Illawarra District Rugby Union

“Board” means the board of directors of the IDRU

“Competition” means any match played as part of a structured competition or series, a trial match, a friendly match, a match against a visiting team from another union or matches, trials or any other competitions involving a rugby body
“Game” means rugby football

“Laws of the game” means the laws of the game of the international rugby board

“Participant” means a player, a referee, touch judge or other match official, a selector, coach, trainer, manager or other team official, or an individual in volved in the organisation, administration or promotion of rugby football

“Affiated bodies” means the Illawarra District Rugby Union Referees Association, each club affiliated with the IDRU and any other body granted affiliation by the Board

“Judiciary ” means the judiciary sub-committee of the IDRU

“Officer” means a director or other officer of the IDRU or an affiliated
 body 

Rugby related conduct” includes behaviour which occurs outside the playing enclosure that may damage the image of rugby or which may impair public confidence in the integrity and good character of participants, including, but not limited to, conduct during travel to or from games, conduct at rugby functions and other conduct where a participant is involved in activities connected with the IDRU or its sponsors.
OBJECTIVES
The Illawarra District Rugby Union is committed to promoting and strengthening the positive image of rugby and its participants in the Illawarra area. This code, which applies to the members of all bodies affiliated to the IDRU, establishes standards of performance and behaviour to ensure that the game is played and conducted with disciplined and sporting behaviour. The code also seeks to deter all on-field and rugby related conduct that could damage the game of rugby by impairing public confidence in the honest and orderly conduct of matches and competitions or in the integrity and good character of participants. Breaches of the code shall be dealt with by the Judiciary..
CODE OF CONDUCT
All affiliated bodies and participants in the game are bound:

1. to promote the reputation of the Illawarra District Rugby Union and its affiliated bodies and to take all reasonable steps to prevent their reputations being brought into disrepute

2. to promote the reputation of the game and to take all reasonable steps to prevent the game being brought into disrepute;

3. not to repeatedly breach the laws of the game relating to foul play or misconduct;

4. not to abuse, threaten or intimidate a referee, touch judge or other match official, whether on or off the field, or a selector, coach manager or other team official;

5. not to show unnecessary obvious dissension, displeasure or disapproval towards a referee, touch judge or other match official, his or her decision or generally following a decision of a match official;

6. not to use crude or abusive language or gestures towards referees, touch judges or other match officials or spectators;

7. not to do anything which is likely to intimidate, offend,insult or humiliate another participant on the ground of the religion, sexual orientation, disability, race, colour or national or ethnic origin of the person;

8. not to conduct themselves in any manner, or engage in any activity, whether on or off the field, that would impair public confidence in the honest and orderly conduct of matches and competitions or in the integrity and good character of participants; and

9. not to do anything which adversely affects or reflects on or discredits the game, the Illawarra District Rugby Union and its affiliated bodies, or any squad, team, competition, tournament, sponsor, including but not limited to any illegal act or any act of dishonesty or fraud.

OFFICERS OF THE IDRU AND AFFILIATED BODIES
An officer must, in relation to the rugby body of which he or she is an officer:

10  act in good faith and in the best interests of the rugby body;

11 avoid all conflicts of interest between:
                   i the interest of the rugby body; and
                   ii his or her own interests or the interest of any other 
                      person, including another rugby body; and

12 not to disclose to any person or use for his or her own 

purposes confidential information obtained as a result of the officer’s relationship with the rugby body, including but not limited to deliberations of the board of directors or other governing organ of the rugby body.

DUTY TO COMPLY
Each body affiliated to the Illawarra District Rugby Union is obliged:

13 to comply with, and to require its members to comply with, the code of conduct; and

14 to adopt procedures for monitoring and disciplining breaches of the code of conduct.

15 Implement all directives of the board relevant to the code of conduct
